The combination of disc-topped posts and decorative cut-pierced panels is a documented S&P

house vocabulary, seen on period plant stands and hall furniture. The crisp, regular piercings also reflect S&P’s mechanised

Barnstaple workshops, where machine-cut components were hand-finished to a high standard
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
